I have analyzed the 61 data elements and provide you with the following comments:

1. The data elements requested are currently either on many different information systems or not being captured electronically. 

2. Some of those not being captured electronically at this time include but are not limited to: 

a. Capacity status of negative pressure isolation 

b. Available ventilators 

c. Recorded temperature during triage 

d. Facility status 

e. Decontamination capacity 

3.  Most of the data can be gathered manually if an event occurs, however gathering the majority of this data on an automatic basis or in an electronic format would require a significant amount of information services effort and significant cost to the facility. 

4.  Pharmacy stock data should also be gathered, especially with regards to the amount of antibiotics on hand. 

5.  Staffing capacities should be broken down by specialty ( i.e. nurse, physician, RT, pharmacist, etc) 

6. Add an alpha string that states where the patient was in the past 24, 48, and 72 hours. (i.e. at a mall, concert, etc)
